This month the Crime Stoppers Board of Directors paid out rewards on 9 positive tips received. To date, we have
already exceeded the number of positive tips received in 2007 by almost 15%.
Once again we received a handful of campus and narcotics tips, along with a few other more high profile cases.
One tip provided the name and location of an attempted home invasion robbery suspect. This suspect was already
on parole for a different robbery. Based on the tip, the suspect was located and arrested by law enforcement. He is
looking at a lengthy sentence because of his prior history.
We also received a tip on a suspect who had been profiled as the Fugitive of the Week. This suspect is a “high
control parolee” with a history of sex offenses and narcotics arrests. This registered sex offender was out of
compliance with the terms of his parole. He was arrested and is now in jail.
We had three narcotics cases including two separate arrests in crack cocaine sales and a marijuana possession
arrest.
We also had four Campus Crime Stoppers cases. One middle school tip identified a student responsible for the
theft of a wallet and cell phone on campus. Another tip led to the recovery of prescription drugs that were being
distributed at a local high school. We received two tips on knives on school campuses (middle and high schools),
both weapons were recovered.
Later this month, Crime Stoppers is hosting Light the Night Against Crime our annual 5K run/walk. It is a great
event and we are looking forward to an outstanding turn out. I have attached a registration form if you are
interested in attending.
We are in need of bottled water donations for Light the Night Against Crime. Our pr ior  donor  went out of the
water  business and we need bottled water  for  the runners. We need a total of 3,000 bottles and can take
donations of at least 500 bottles. Unfor tunately, we cannot efficiently process smaller  donations. I f you
have a water  connection, please let me know as soon as possible.
